	English (pre 2014 curriculum, current Y2) 
Group discussion and interaction
To join in as members of a group, pupils should be taught to:
·  take turns in speaking
·  relate their contributions to what has gone on before
·  take different views into account
·  extend their ideas in the light of discussion
·  give reasons for opinions and actions. 
Drama activities
The range should include:
·  working in role.


	English (2014 curriculum, current Y1) 
Group discussion and interaction (non statutory)
· Rules for effective discussions should be agreed with and demonstrated for pupils 
· They should help to develop and evaluate them, with the expectation that everyone takes part
· Pupils should be helped to consider the opinions of others.
Comprehension (non statutory)
· Role-play and other drama techniques can help pupils to identify with and explore
characters. In these ways, they extend their understanding of what they read and have
opportunities to try out the language they have listened to.


	Learning Objective
· To write fair rules.


	Starter Activity
· Ask children to name some of the school rules
· Ask them why we have rules at school and who they think makes them
· Can children think of any other rules we have to follow. Link to real life examples that they may be familiar with e.g. at home, at swimming pool
· Explain that we are going to read a story today that will help us think about rules and fairness
· Introduce learning objective.


Main Activity
· Read Magnus Carter as a class
· Teacher then pretends to be King Moldewarp and the pupils are the moles
· The King (teacher) announces that there are now some new school rules e.g. all moles (children) have to give half their lunch to the King and they cannot go outside to play at lunchtime
· As a class, think about what makes a good rule. Why does a rule need to be fair? Share ideas and teacher to model new school rule, using children’s input
· Children to work in groups to make up 3 new school rules that they think are fair
· Groups could write their new rules onto placards/banners and decorate them


	Plenary Activity
· Share some of the placards and ask groups to explain their rules and why they think we should follow them
· As a class vote on whether these suggested new rules are a good idea, thinking about justice, freedom and fairness.


	Resources
‘Magnus Carter’, paper, pencils, crayons to make placards/banners.
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
